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A quick guide on
how to write articles for the FoodEducators website

Dear partners,
Your contribution to the local news section on the FoodEducators website in your language is key in reaching and informing teachers, educators and other relevant stakeholders in your country. In order to do this effectively, we put together a quick guide for you.
To dos:
· Follow the template (end of this doc) and send articles in .doc or .docx format (not pdf)
· Write articles in your language (so that you can disseminate news in your country to your target audience
· Attach maximum 2 images separately in your email (not embedded in a doc) in .webp format (if you have images in other formats, use a converter, e.g. this one, or this one) 
· Think of why your target audience should read your article? Try to provide value for readers: resources, fun facts, information about future events, etc.


Anatomy of an article
· Image: images “sell” the article, draw attention to it and also appear as thumbnails on social media. Instead of stock images, try to capture interesting moments from the programme. 
· Title: be informative and interesting. Should not be too long
· Excerpt: this is a maximum one line text that appears on the main page/article digest page
· Introduction: a paragraph that introduces your article to your readers. Appears only on the article page
· Text: the body of your article. Appears only on the article page. Try to structure it: if the text is too long, use subtitles, bullet points, etc. At the end, mention the source of your image in brackets (Photo source: xyz)
